Additional Tips

Recommendations are close-toed shoes, sunscreen, and packing lightly 
(all bags need to fit under the seat).
Look at the weather forecast for your tour. Winter temperatures average 
64 degrees, while heat and humidity are the norm for midday summer 
tours. Temperatures on the water in the airboat may be 10 degrees cooler.
For safety reasons, pregnant women, children under 5 years of age, 
visitors with neck and back problems, and those with limited mobility are 
not allowed to ride on the airboats.
No pets are allowed.
